RE START AND SHUT DOWN OF ROTARY CASE PACKERS

ALL SWITCHES MUST BE IN AUTO MODE FOR MACHINE TO CYCLE

1} EMERGENCY STOPPING:

All B&B Case Packers Have An Emergency Stop Feature, Many Are Equipped With a Photoelectric Safety Field As Well.  An Emergency Stop

Measure for a B&B Rotary Packer, is as follows:

1] Push RED Mushroom E-Stop Button (Lower Right on Control Panel) OR Break 

    Photo eye Field on Either Side of The Case Packer.

2] Turn Main Air Control Valve to OFF.

3] Lower Grid Detector Flag (To Block Grid Photo eye).

4] Select Table Down (Control Panel Center).

To Restart (After Cause For Stop is Resolved)

1] Turn Main Air Control Valve to ON.

2] Pull Out Emergency Stop Button if Illuminated.

3] Push Safety Reset (Supplied on Both Sides of Packer) or Push E-Stop Reset if No Safety System Installed.

4] Push Cycle Start Button (Control Panel Top Right)

5] Wait For Cases To Clear Table, Then Select Table Back to Auto. 

6] Raise Grid Photo eye Flag.

NOTE: AFTER AN EMERGENCY STOP, THE PACKERS CYCLE MEMORY WILL BE LOST AND MAY HAVE FILLED CASES ON THE TABLE. ALWAYS MAKE SURE TABLE SELECTOR IS IN DOWN MODE BEFORE RESTARTING THE CASE FEED; THIS WILL EJECT FILLED CASES IMMEDIATELY.

RE START AND SHUT DOWN OF ROTARY CASE PACKERS

2} CLEARING A JAMMED GRID:

1] Break The Photo eye Safety System on Either Side of Packer.

2] Select Table to DOWN. 

3] Lower The Grid Full Photo eye Flag.

4] Select Grid Air OFF (Control Panel Lower Left)

5] Carefully Remove Jammed Container From Grid.

6] Check All Lanes For Additional Down Containers.

7] Push Safety Reset (Either Side of Packer)

8] Push Cycle Start Button (Control Panel Top Right)

9] Select Table To Auto Mode (Control Panel Center) & Raise Grid Full Photo eye Flag.

To Operate Grip Release Function – Push Emergency Stop & Turn Packer Auto Manual to Manual Mode, Reset Emergency Stop (Pull Out) You Now Can Release Either Side of 

Grid that is Gripped With Product By Moving Switch on Side Of Main Operator Console

Release A or B (Note) Side A has Black & Orange Air Lines Side B is Green & Yellow.
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CLEARING A BAD OR STALLED CASE 

Cases May Become Jammed or Stall On The Case Feed Due to Excessive Case Distortion, Damage or Machine Mis-Adjustment. If Case Damage is Severe,  Removal Should Be As Follows:

1] Select Table Down And Back To Auto Mode, To Attempt to Advance The Case.

2] If The Case Advances, Select Table Down to Discharge The Damaged Case.

3] Select Table Auto to Advance a New Case.

4] If Case Does Not Advance From Infeed, Push E-Stop or Break Safety Field, 

    Turn OFF Main Air, And Manually Remove Damaged Case. 

3} STOPPING MACHINE UNDER NORMAL CONDITIONS

For Normal Stopping of the Case Packer, Simply Push The Cycle Stop Button, and

Lower Grid Full Photo eye Flag. This Method Does Not Affect The Case Packer’s Cycle Memory.

 The Machine Will Resume Normal Packing Operation From the Point Where it Was Stopped.

1] Select Table Down (Operator Control Panel Center)

2] Push Cycle Start Button (Operator Control Top Right)

3] Select Table Back To Auto Mode.

4] Raise Grid Full Photo eye Flag.

Always Lower Grid Full Flag When Stopping The Case Packer for Any Reason.

Raise the Flag Only When You Start Packing.
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
