B&B Safety Intrusion System
Safety Logic Sequence:

Condition #1       Table in DOWN Position:

1) Deactivate Grid and Table Air.

2) Stop Packer and Case Feed Drives.

Condition #2       Table in UP Position:

1) Lock Table in Up Position.

2) Deactivate Grid and Table Air.

3) Stop Packer and Case Feed Drives.

Condition #3       Table Between the Up and Down Switches:

1) Lift Table to Adjustable Lock Position.

2) Deactivate Grid and Table Air.

3) Stop Packer and Case Feed Drives.

Photoeye Adjustment:

Allen Bradley 42GRU-9002 Photoeye

After Reflectors are Installed, Adjust Sensitivity control (on top of Photoeye) Counter 

Clockwise Until the Red Light Shuts off.  SLOWLY Increase the Sensitivity Until the Red 

Light Comes Back On.

Note:

Always Refer to the Electrical and Pneumatic diagram before making any changes 

or Adjustments.  A Visible beam of Red Light can be Used to Target the Placement

of Reflectors.

B&B Safety Intrusion System

Solenoid "S1":

Safety Valve Controls the Main (live) Air to the Table and Grid Areas.

Solenoid "S2":

Utilized to Lock the Table Only.  This Valve When De-Energized, Locks the Table

With a Mechanical Rack Assembly.

Safety Reset:

Black or Green Mushroom Push Button, When Depressed Will Restore the Machine's

Automatic Operation and Extinguish the Red Dome Light.

Safety Override:

Key Selector Switch Which Allows a Maintenance Person to Defeat the Safety System Entirely for purposes of Set up and Maintenance. The Key Cannot be Removed in Bypass

Red Safety Dome:

Light On:  Safety System Tripped.

Light Off:  Normal Automatic Operation.

Flashing:  Safety System has Been Deactivated By the Key Switch.

Operating Procedures:

1) Override Key In "Off" Position.

2) Cover Grid Full Flag

3) Select Table to "DOWN" Position  (If No Product under table area)

4) Depress "Safety Reset" To Restore System.

5) Restart Packer and Case Feed.

6) Select Table to "Auto" 

7) Uncover Grid Full Photoeye.

B&B Safety Intrusion System

Description:

The Safety Intrusion System provides a field of light when Interrupted, exhausts all live air to the lift table and grid cylinders in conjunction with a table mechanical lock (rack).

Key Areas of the table and grid protect the operator when clearing jams, etc.

Installation:

The Position of photo assemblies is 10.5 inches from the frame.  The operator side is protected up to the deadplate of the packer, allowing down bottle reset by an operator

without safety field interruption.  The Non-Operator side field protects the entire side of the packer.  The reflector assemblies on the operator side should be placed in parallel to the main control push button station.  

The Non-Operator side reflector assemblies however should be placed three feet in front of the packer.  

Notes:

If there is an auxiliary push button station, the reflectors will need to be in parallel to that station as well to enable the operator full access to the controls without interrupting the safety field.  

Modifications may be required to protect the front of the packer, depending on layout.

Safety Reset controls should ALWAYS be away from the main and auxiliary push button stations.
